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SULTAN ABDUL
SAMAD MAUSOLEUM

Where: Jugra Hill, Kuala Langat

Perched on top a hill in the old
royal town of Jugra, the imposing
royal mausoleum commands a
panoramic vista of the surrounding
scenery and is a worthy final
resting place for Sultan Abdul
Samad, the fourth Sultan of
Selangor, and other members

of the royal family.

SULTAN ALAM

SHAH MUSEUM

Where: Shah Alam

Situated at the heart of Shah Alam,
the distinctive Minangkabau-
inspired building showcases some
of the finest historical displays

in the country. Underneath the
commanding blue-roofed building
in six different galleries are displays
that show off the grandeur of
Selangor. In the History Gallery

are some of Selangor’s treasured
artefacts like the royal regalia used
by different generations of sultans
as well as relics from the British
era. There is also an Islamic Gallery
and a Natural Heritage Gallery,
which has dioramas displaying the
state’s natural heritage.

SULTAN SULAIMAN
ROYAL MOSQUE

Where: Kampung Jawa, Klang

Selangor’s Royal Mosque was
designed by British Architect
L.Keste Vend in the early 1930s.
The mosque’s architecture is
aremarkable combination of
Western art deco and neoclassical
styles, and is home to the royal
mausoleum, where the late Sultan
Salahuddin is buried.

SUNGAI BATANGSI
WATERFALL

Where: Near Kajang Town

This three-tiered waterfall is a
great place for picnics and jungle
treks. Access is via a footpath, and
takes approximately 40 minutes. A
more interesting way to reach the
waterfall is to wade through the
stream, but if you choose this route
prepare to get wet.

For a real jungle experience just
an hours' drive from Petaling Jaya,
head to this well-managed and
popular spot which is perfect for
taking the kids camping. With a
river, scenic hills, swimming holes
and a jungle landscape, the park
offers enough variety to keep all
visitors interested.

SUNGAI GABAI
WATERFALL

Where: Near Kajang Town

One of the most spectacular
waterfalls in Selangor, Sungai
Gabai Waterfalls consists of several
falls cascading from a height of 100
metres into a series of pools at the
foot of the falls.

SUNGAI PERTAK
RECREATIONAL FOREST
Where: Hulu Selangor

There are numerous scenic spots
in Selangor, and the Sungai Pertak
Recreational Forest is one of those
areas that keep the state green

and cooling.Peaceful surrounds,

a cooling river and great facilities
make Sungai Pertak Recreational
Forest a great sport for some rest
and relaxation for all the family.
There’s a lovely shady picnic spot as
well as well-marked trails that vary
from easy strolls to longer treks

SUNGAI SELANGOR
WHITE WATER RAFTING

Thrill-seekers shouldn’t miss
Malaysia’s most popular
white-water rafting river. About
90 minutes drive from Kuala
Lumpur, the 7km stretch offers
a challenging experience to

both beginners and hardcore
enthusiasts thanks to its heart-
stopping rapids which are graded
between 1 and 4. After a safety
briefing where you'll pick up your
paddle and helmet (as well as
what to do if you fall in), you take to
the white water, steering the raft
through canyons and waterfalls
before heading to a campsite.

SUNGAI TEKALA
RECREATIONAL PARK
Where: Sungai Telaka, Semenyih,
Hulu Langat

Popular with in-the-know locals,
this recreation park has been
sensitively developed into a tranquil
getaway. Set around a lake with
crystal clear waters, the water is
ideal for bathing. Afterwards be
sure to take a stroll along one of
the many trails — there’s a map at
the entrance. The circuit around
the lake takes about 90 minutes,
and don’t forget to look above you
for monkeys. A more difficult track
takes hikers to the upper reaches
of Sungai Hulu Tekala.

SUNGAI TUA
RECREATIONAL FOREST
Where: Hulu Yam, Gombak

A drive along the Hulu Yam to
Sungai Tua hill road in Gombak
leads visitors to this beautiful

recreational forest, where
waterfalls cascade down the
forested slopes. It makes for

an ideal retreat for a family day trip,
with several jungle tracks suitable
for all ages and abilities.

TEMPLER’S PARK

Where: Templer’s Park,
Rawang, Gombak

Prime jungle makes up a large
part of Templer’s Park, a tract

of unspoilt nature 21km north

of Kuala Lumpur. Named after
Sir Gerald Templer, a colonial
administrator when Malaysia
was under British rule, the 120
acre site has everything a true
outdoor enthusiast could wish for:
waterfalls, mountain streams and
a slick of soft moss that covers the
jungle floor. Though you should
watch your step, take the time to
look upwards: in the canopy, you
can find monkeys and birds.

IN A SMALL KAMPUNG near the bustling town of Kuala
Selangor, visitors come to marvel at the country’s most spectacular
other-worldly phenomenon, on display every night. Thousands of tiny
fireflies congregate on the berembang trees and mangrove swamps
along the banks of Sungai Selangor and twinkle in rhythm, every few
seconds, just like the lights on a Christmas tree. The synchronised
twinkling lights up the night as you glide down the river on a
traditional Malay sampan boat, which allows you to get as close as
possible to the spectacular and surprisingly moving show.

LOCATED AMIDST LUSH sun-dappled greenery, these cascading
waterfalls surrounded by jungle are perfect for people who want
either a paddle or a swim. The two falls are easily accessible from the
car park, and conveniently, there are toilets and shower facilities on
hand. The second level of falls is advised for strong swimmers only,
as there is sometimes a robust current. Aside from the waterfalls, be
sure to make time to also wander through the jungle, looking out for

the local ginger flowers that are prevalent in this area.

THE SELANGOR

FRUIT VALLEY

Spread across 2,000 acres, this

is one of Selangor’s most fertile
regions, and at The Selangor
Tropical Fruits Valley, one of the
several fruit farms in the area,
tropical fruits and trees spread out
as far as the eye can see. Starfruit,
which is native to Malaysia, is one
of the most popular fruits grown
here (the site is rumoured to be
home to the largest starfruit farm
in the world) and is exported all
across the globe. Some of the
other 20 types of fruits grown

here include mangoes, rambutan,
guava, papaya and Selangor’s very
own Gosapine or the Selangor
Super Sweet pineapple (a cross
between the Selangor and Thai
varities). The views here are truly
breathtaking, especially between
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April and July when the trees start
to fruit. As the site is so large, it’s
best to catch a lift on one of the
trams that cross the valley —and
be sure to buy some fruit for a
healthy snack; too.

WAT CHETAWAN

If you happen to be in Petaling Jaya
on a Thai festival day, follow the
crowds of Thai immigrants and
Buddhists who live in Selangor
that head to this ornate complex
to celebrate. The stunning temple
was opened in 1957 by the King
of Thailand and as a gift, he lefta
statue of a Buddha named Luang
Pho Putthak Thammin, which was
previously at the Royal Palace in
Bangkok. Like every other place
of worship, the temple has a busy
calendar full of auspicious festive
days from January to December,
among them Magha Puja, Wesak,
Loy Krathong Festival and more.

SHAH ALAM WET

WORLD WATER PARK

Looking for a place to make a
splash? Opened in 1996, the Wet
World Water Park is a great place
for kids to cool down in a safe
area as the water level in this park

is never more than one metre
deep. Its range of water attraction
includes the Fountain of Youth,
Cascading Waterfalls, Neptune
Challenge, Atlantis City, Big Splash,
Lighthouse Escape, Tunnel Water
Slide and Treasure Island. But

the greatest thrill of all must be

the Monsoon Buster ride, a big

hit among kids and adults since it
was opened. Touted as one of the
world’s longest uphill water coaster
rides, Monsoon Buster is 225
metres long. Propelled by water
jets, the ride sends riders upward,
defying the natural laws of gravity. n
